The school uses all available resources in the community to assist students
in their emotional and academic development, including: Child Protective
Services, County Mental Health, Juvenile Intervention Ofyces, and County
Sheriff's Department.

Calabasas High School offers additional academic assistance to students
who are performing below grade-level standards. At-risk students may
participate in tutorials, CAHSEE workshops, and peer-to-peer support
classes.

Students with special education needs are accommodated with a variety
of options and in the least restrictive environment possible. The Student
Study Team (SST) develops an Individual Education Plan (IEP) for any
student with emotional, social, and/or developmental disabilities. The IEP
deynes the individualized instruction a special needs student will receive,
which may include placement in a Special Day Class, Resource Specialist
Program, and/or sessions with other support staff (e.g., Speech/Language
Specialist).

English Learner (EL) students receive specialized services and instruction
from appropriately credentialed teachers. The school offers supplementary
instruction to assist in English language acquisition.

The district has developed a comprehensive assessment and accountability
plan to ensure that information regarding student performance is used to
continuously improve the instructional program and to communicate with
parents about their child’s achievement.
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In addition to the Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR)
Program, district- and site-developed assessments, the California
English Language Development Test (CELDT), and report card
grades are used to determine whether students are performing
below, at, or above grade-level standards.

The California Standards Test (CST), a component of the STAR
Program, is administered to all second through eleventh grade
students in the spring to assess student performance in relation
to the State Content Standards. Student scores are reported
as performance levels: “Advanced” (exceeds State Standards),
fiProycientd (meets standards), fiBasico (approaching standards),
“Below Basic” (below standards), and “Far Below Basic” (well
below standards).
